I recommend that NASA, NASA Shared Services Center negotiate with Company X only for Virtual Simulation Space Debris Travel Software. The total estimated cost of this effort is $40,000 and the estimated period of performance or lead-time for delivery is 15 days after award.

[bookmark: _GoBack]This recommendation is made pursuant to FAR 13.106-1(b)(1), for the acquisition of supplies or services determined to be reasonably available from only one source. Competition is impractical for the following reasons:
						
1. Company X has developed a unique software that simulates the travel of space debris particles.  This simulation software will help NASA determine trajectory of future space debris and will assist in determining future contingencies to keep crew members and the ISS safe..

2. No other company has developed the type of software that NASA deems a viable solution for future space travel safety contingencies.  Failure to procure this software developed by Company X would cause harm to NASA’s current and future space travel plans.
